This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

	At St. Peter’s C of E Primary Academy Mansfield, each year group from EYFS to Y6 takes part in a whole year group Music lesson for 30 to 45 minutes per week.  If children are rehearsing for performance their lessons are longer. There is also a weekly singing and music appreciation assembly for all pupils, led by the Music Lead, which lasts for 20 minutes. The school uses the Kapow framework to support the delivery of the music curriculum, we also adapt and supplement this where appropriate, e.g. The use of Inspire Music to teach whole class instrumental sessions.   It is informed by the model music curriculum (March 2021)
Children have the following outcomes:
EYFS
-To listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses. 
-To explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups
KS1
- To use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes
- To play tuned and untuned instruments musically
- To listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music
- To experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music
KS2
- To play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression
- To improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music
- To listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory
- To use and understand staff and other musical notations
- To appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians
- To develop an understanding of the history of music

Expectations are high for all children at our school and the Music curriculum is practical to support all groups of learners. The Music Leader supports and facilitates access to the music curriculum through effective differentiation, adult support, and adaptation of any equipment as necessary.  We recognise that there is a wide range of capability across the student body. Tasks and activities are designed to allow students to engage at their own level.  A large proportion of Music lessons involve group work, where children support each other to achieve the desired outcomes. SEND children are supported and any misconceptions are identified and corrected at the point of learning.  More able pupils are particularly employed to support those who may find a concept more difficult.   

The music curriculum adheres to the Equal Opportunities Policy. The music curriculum takes into account issues of difference, including gender, race and ethnicity. Music from across cultures is taught, listened to and dissected. The curriculum provides space to play different styles and genres of music.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
	For the first time this year, we have accessed whole class instrument lessons through Nottinghamshire INSPIRE. Our Year 3 pupils have a music teacher come into school to teach African drumming for a term. This will continue next year, although the instrument may change depending on availability.
Children are able to take part in choir rehearsals, which work towards large performances. They enter the Mansfield Music and Drama Festival each Spring and compete as separate KS1 and KS2 choirs. The joint choir also sings for a charity Christmas Carol Concert at St. Peter’s Church. This is accessible for pupils in Key Stage 1 and 2, including those with SEND. The choir also sings for the school, families and friends at our Church Christmas and Easter services.


Part C: Musical experiences
	All children take part in weekly singing and music appreciation assemblies.  In addition, musical performances are planned for every year group, where they can showcase their musical skills.  EYFS, Y1 and Y2 all perform in their Nativity plays where parents and carers form the audience.  
Additionally, Year 6 pupils perform a musical each summer which is performed to the whole school and parents and carers.
We have also had a musical group called ‘Mish Mash’ who come into school each year to perform for our KS2 pupils. They play a variety of classical pieces and demonstrate the skills of the different instruments that they play.  


In the future
