	The importance of our children experiencing 2 hours of high quality PE lessons a week and 30 minutes of physical activity in school is key to our vision. 
School needs to be fully equipped so that children have all the equipment they need to be engaged fully in PE. 
EYFS, KS1 and KS2 prioritise 2 hours of PE each week in their timetable. 
Lunch times and break times will be active with games and personal challenges led by middays and the School Games Crew. 
An after school club will take place every day to offer a range of sports and to encourage extra activity after school.
	Outstanding PE coach to be available on Friday AM to work with teachers to improve their quality of teaching. The time will be used to discuss the lesson plan and skills taught and any advice can be passed on. 
Every half term the PE coach will provide a ‘staff meeting’ which will focus on relevant training needs for the school. These skills can then be practised within teacher’s lessons. 
PE coach will work with all phases in school to embed skills from a young age. Another lesson will be taught by their class teacher who has observed the PE coach in the previous year and have attended training/mentoring with the PE coach.
Resources that match the children’s engagement and interest will be added to the school’s equipment. All equipment will be replaced from wear and tear so that it is always readily available. 
Middays have attended training with Gordon Fearn focusing on games for active lunch times. They have been provided with a separate bag of equipment that will be used at lunch times only. 
Each class will have a playtime box full of equipment that they can use at break times. They can utilise their own games with their peers to encourage activity.
After school clubs will be driven by pupil voice to ensure that engagement and attendance is high. Staff will lead after school clubs for a sport they feel confident in. This can work on a half-term rota for staff well-being. 
A C4L club will be established one half term to target the least active children. 
To develop a Passport to encourage children to participate in Sport both in and out of school.

	Children have enjoyed a range of activities in PE. We can see that 74% of our children are working at the expected standard and 17% are working beyond. 
Children enjoy the daily challenges and sports leaders have started to include these at lunch times. 
After school clubs are popular and are full. 49% of children have attended at least one after school club.
A C4L club was trialled and a small group attended. 
The passport encouraged a small group of children to be active outside of school. Around 35 children engaged.
